ACADEMIC ENGLISH

Academic English has start dates in 
April, June, September and January 
of each year and is run in term blocks, 
giving students the flexibility to 
choose when they start their course 
in order to reach the appropriate level 
of language proficiency for further 
academic study.

PRE-SESSIONAL ENGLISH

Pre-sessional English courses of 
four, six or 10 weeks are available 
for students who hold offers with 
Queen’s University and need to 
improve their standard of English 
before commencing their degree 
programmes at Queen’s. Your 
course length will depend on your 
current language level and degree 
requirements. Depending on your 
level of English, you will receive a 
Confirmation of Acceptance for 
Studies (CAS), which covers the 
Pre-sessional English course only, or 
a joint CAS, which covers both the 
Pre-sessional English course and your 
degree programme.

Most undergraduate students 
make their applications through 
UCAS (Universities and Colleges 
Admissions Service). The 
UCAS application deadline for 
International Students is 30 June 
2020, except for those applying 
for Medicine and Dentistry who 
should apply by 15 October 2019. 
Applicants should apply online at:

A Direct Entry Application form can 
be used by international applicants 
who wish to apply directly, and only, 
to Queen’s or who have been asked 
to provide information in advance 
of submitting a formal UCAS 
application. The direct application 
must not be used to apply to 
Medicine or Dentistry.

ENGLISH LANGUAGE  
REQUIREMENTS

Applicants will normally need to 
demonstrate a minimum level of 
proficiency in English language 
equivalent to an overall score of 
IELTS Academic 6.0, or TOEFL 80 
(internet-based test); however, 
many courses have higher 
requirements.  Please note that 
minimum scores will be required in 
each component of the test.

2. The Northern Ireland Department of Health introduced 
a mandatory clinical placement levy for all new 
international medical students commencing study at the 
University from 2019/20 onwards.  This charge is payable 
in each year of study to cover access to clinical placements 
in the Northern Ireland Health and Social Care system. 
 
The University has taken the decision to pay to the 
Department of Health the full cost of this clinical 
placement levy for the first year of study (£10,000), on 
behalf of new international students entering Year 1 in 
the 2020-21 academic year. This cohort of students 
progressing to Year 2 in the academic year 2021-22, will 
be required to pay a reduced charge of £5,000, and 
the University will pay £5,000. The full cost of the new 
charge is likely to be applied from Year 3 onwards (i.e. 
academic year 2022-23), and students will be required 
to pay £10,000 in each year (Years 3, 4 and 5).
